Next I put my 

scruffy T shirt on and wash my face in a 

bird bath which is mucky. Next I walk to 

the factory.  

 

In the factory itõs dark and gloomy. 

Sometimes I feel lonely. When Iõm working 

I g et a bit cold and feel a draught in 

there. I got shouted at a lot by the Boss 

and sheõs got a bad temper and she says 

òWork faster Mahiro!ó in a sharp voice. 

Sometimes I get hit by the Boss. I sometimes 

get blisters and I donõt know what to do. I 

have to w ork 18 hours a day.  

 

Then I get a really short break, with a tiny 

bit of rice in a tub and a tiny bit of water 

to drink and eat. Itõs horrible to eat out of 

something plastic. We all sit in a circle to 

eat and the Boss sits on a chair in the 

circle. Then w e all have to get back to 

work.  

 

Then we get back to work and at the end of 

the day we work till 12 Oõclock, then at 6 

Oõclock we get up again.
